Step 1a: Wireless connection

Let the computer discover wireless networks and connect to “Housingnew” or a network with a similar name containing "Housing", this connection is not password protected, connect anyway.

Step 1b: Wired connection

At Winschoterdiep everyone just connects their computer to a UTP socket in their room.

These connections (1a and 1b) offer a limited service, the following steps are also required:

Step 2: VPN connection

Open control panel and choose "Network and Sharing Center”
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hoc, or VPN connection; or set up a router or access point.
